It is important to remember that NAPLAN is not about passing or failing, but about assessing learning progress.

At the classroom level it is one of a number of tools used by teachers to measure student progress.

Results should be received in August.

Last term, along with the rest of Pod 3, our class began to play the
Australian Stock Exchange (ASX) Share Market Game. Students
receive a virtual $50,000 they can invest over a 10 week period, in 220
companies listed on the ASX. The prices students buy and sell at are
the same prices as they would get in the live market so this is as close
to real life share trading as you can get. This game ranks students
based on their profits and losses, they have played against students
from year 5 — 12 across Australia.

Corbin: The ASX is a fun and interactive
way to learn about the stock exchange and
share values.

ty for kids from year 5-12 to learn about
maths and the stock market. We have
learnt about money, how to spend money
and how to read charts and graphs.

From July 2"% 2018 families Child Care Benefit (CCB) and Child Care Rebate (CCR) will be replaced with the new
Child Care Subsidy (CCS) System. Families will need to log onto their account at my.gov.au by the end of June in
order to register for the new system and to continue to receive their OSHC care subsidised.
