The Materials and Services charge for the 2020 school year is $350 per student. Invoices will be sent home in the 
first week of school.  Payment can be made via cash, eftpos, Qkr. Direct debit payment plans are also available.  
School card application forms are available from the front office. Please contact Ingrid in the front office to discuss 
further. 
 
You do not need to purchase any stationery items for your child as this is included in the materials and services 
charge. 
 
All students must wear a navy school locker hat and full correct school uniform. We have a no hat, no play policy. 
 
You can download the Qkr app for android or iPhone. All school payments for M & S charges, Rory's school    
lunches, camps, excursions, incursions, sports and music levy and most fundraising events can be paid for at any 
time using this app. 
 
Our first fundraising committee meeting will be held on Monday 10th of February if you would like to join please 
contact the school. 
 
Our Acquaintance Night and AGM will be on Tuesday 11th of February. If you would like more information about 
joining our Governing Council, please contact us. More information and a nomination form will be sent out to   
families prior to the AGM.

School Banking is done on Tuesday mornings by our wonderful volunteers.
